Q1.	What are the possible “renovation” options? 
A. The RFP asks proposers to consider exploring additional creative options beyond the two already identified by the City. This could include the use of existing pool(s), building up the deck (around 50 meter pool), or a Myrtha pool concept.

Q2.	Have any partners funding been identified by the City?
A. Not at this time.

Q3.	Is a hazmat study already done?
A. Such a study has not yet been performed.

Q4.	How is overhead lighting scheduled? 
A. 1.	Facility/pool programing begins at 5:00am Monday – Friday and concludes at 9:00pm on a year round basis. Overhead lighting and underwater lighting are typically on 4:40am – 7:00am and 4:30pm – 9:30pm pending season. 
2.	Weekends 7:00am-5:00pm
3.	The City also rents the facility for limited special events that run as late as midnight. 

Q5.	How are meets scheduled? (Including both long/short course)
A. 1.	Short course (25 yards) = 6-10 days/year
Rental options:
· 2 Course meet in 50 meter pool with warm up/down in dive well (Course 1 = 6 lanes, Course 2 = 8 lanes) 
· 1 Course (8-10 lanes) with warm up/down in 50 meter pool
2. Short Course Meters (25 meters) = 3 days/year
· Warm up/down in 50 meter pool 
3. Synchronized Swimming Meets/Special Events = 9 days/year
· Warm up/down in 50 meter pool 


Q6.	What programs are currently offered?
A.	Year round USS age group swim team (Walnut Creek Aquabears)
Year round Master’s swim team (Walnut Creek Masters)
Year round Synchronized swim team (Walnut Creek Aquanuts)
Year round Water Exercise
Year round Lap Swim
Year round Recreational Swim (inflatables Memorial Day – Labor Day)
Fall/Summer/Spring – Group Learn to Swim & Private Learn to Swim (March-October)
Year round Lane Rentals
Water Safety Certification Courses
Swim Party packages – Spring/Summer/Fall
Water Polo and Diving are not offered.

Q7.	Would you be able to elaborate on whether there is any opportunity to expand upon the design options produced for the Environmental Review?
A. The design is not set by any environmental review to date. We are open to innovation, but do not want to spend a considerable amount of funds studying alternatives. Any design we develop will undergo its own environmental review.
